Jerusalem
Goals:

· To address the Palestinian and Jewish claims to Jerusalem

· To understand why Jerusalem is so important and the significance of the holy sites which exist there

· To become aware of the reasons for the existence of the security fence and the purpose that it serves

· To look at how the fence has changed the face of Jerusalem (not!)

Trigger: 15 mins
Each chanich is given a piece from a jigsaw with a number on the back, these indicate their groups. They find their group mates and they put the jigsaw together. On the jigsaw there will be drawings of the different types of Jerusalem. After they finish the presenter will read the instructions, and each group will get an individual paper that has their specific instruction written on it.

The instructions are as follows:

Presenter: “You are all going to play Tetris. You have supplies in front of you, and with it you need to build Jerusalem. Note that on the jigsaw you all put together there are different characteristics of Jerusalem, so build it accordingly. During the game, you’ll get bricks to add to your city. You cannot choose which brick to get. Also some bricks can be removed… so… go!”

Group 1: 

Your Jerusalem is the religious Jerusalem that is holy to the Jewish people because of the temple and the Kotel

Group 2: 

Your Jerusalem is the political centre of the state of Israel, and of Jewish people all around the world. Hence there is parliament there, government etc.

Group 3: 
Your Jerusalem is a multi-cultural place that has Jews and Muslims and Christians. It is holy to different religions

Group 4: 

Your Jerusalem is a secular place, with clubs, restaurants and it’s fun and peaceful.

Group 5: 

Build the city according to what you think is best

Method: 1 hr
(Tetris music in the background)

The chanichim will build the models of their Jerusalem. It’ll be a Tetris competition. The chanichim will have cardboard, paper and markers. During the building, they’ll get more bricks like in a Tetris game. We also will take bricks from them (symbolizing the wars over Jerusalem and how it was damaged)

After building each model they explain why they’ve built it the way they did.

Presenter: you’ve been given different type of bricks showing that Jerusalem was built by the Jews, Christian and Muslims during different centuries. You had bricks removed showing that Jerusalem throughout history suffered many wars and it was damaged because of it.

Blind Date:

Each group will send one male and one female. There will be 2 blind date games simultaneously.

A boy from group 5 needs to choose a girl from groups 1-4

A girl from group 5 needs to choose a boy from groups 1-4

This is because groups 1-4 represent different types of Jerusalem, and group 5 does not.

Instead of the screen dividing them, there will be the western wall. Kids will write dating questions to write to the other contestants. EG. (what do you like to do in your spare time?) Instead of asking the question, they’ll write it down and the one that it is referred to will read it out loud. The same will be with the answer. The notes will be passed through the Kotel, like you put notes on the Kotel. The chanichim who answer the questions need to do it according to the characteristics of their Jerusalem (a holy city, a political city, a secular fun city and a multi-cultural city)

After the game, each one will choose its favourite city, and the presenter will ask the happy couple where they want to go in Jerusalem.

Here the chanichim will get a note for a role play. It’ll be written in the note:

First note: “on the one hand, I want to have fun and go out. On the other hand it is important to me to be connected to my Jewish origins and the holy sites.”

Second note: “I really think I want to see why Jerusalem is important to us Jews today as a political centre, but I also want to see how Jerusalem is holy to all other religions as well.”

The couple doesn’t know where to go, because everything is so important in Jerusalem.

Sikkum: 15 mins
The presenter says this shows that Jerusalem has different aspects and it is important for it to keep all these aspects because this is what makes it unique. Jerusalem is one of the most beautiful and diverse cities in the world, so we invite now Miss Universe because she is the most beautiful woman in the world and represent the entire world to say a few words:

Miss universe enters and says:

“Jerusalem is a universal city. It is holy to Jews, to Muslims and to Christians. It is the centre of the Jewish people in Israel and around the world. It is a fun city with clubs and restaurants. It is old and full of history. We all pray that there will be peace in Jerusalem between all cultures and that it will never be divided. So now every one of you can write a prayer, or a wish, and Elad and Shira the Shlichim will take your note and put it in the Kotel in Jerusalem.”
