1. Hebrew school students of 2013-2014, go and look for the time machine that will take you back 4,000 years to the time when the Jewish people began. (clue: in which room the congregation is hiding a time machine?)
2. According to sources, the beginning of the Jewish people could be marked with the birth of Abraham. God commended him to leave the place he lived and move to canann (Israel). There we will become the father of a great nation. At the age of 100 Isaac was born to Abraham and latter Jacob was born to Isaac. Jacob had 12 sons of which 12 families have grown larger and later became 12 tribes. Because of starvation in the land of Israel they moved to Egypt. In Egypt the people of Israel became slaves.
You must leave Egypt. Find the red sea that you have to cross (clue: it is the biggest platform in the synagogue).

3. The people of Israel were slaves for hundreds of years. From the people a leader called Moses was chosen. God commands him to free the people of Israel from Egypt and leave. your mission is to cross the red sea.

You crossed the sea successfully! The people of Israel are wandering in the desert. Mount Sinai is a head of you, go look for the tablets of stone. (Clue: on the Mount Sinai mosses took on him the torah and received the 10 commandments, where is the torah?)

4. Moses led the children of Israel for 40 years in the desert. Mount Sinai is one of the most important events in the history of Judaism, because that is where the people of Israel received the 10 commandments.

Mission: you must bring the torah to the people, find the place where the ten commandments are written in Hebrew and read them. (clue: the torah  is written in hebrew, where do we learn Hebrew.
5. Congratulations you received the Torah! You must finish crossing the desert. The next task is on Mount Nebo overlooking Israel (a high stage looking over the Jewish activity).
 40 years have passed and here you are standing on Mount Nebo and the land of Israel is spread out before you. You must conquer the land from the people who inhabit it.  Mission: Play the game – “ Bnei israel baeim
6. You conquered the land as God commanded you.  The kings of Israel David and Solomon established a glorious kingdom, the one of the First Temple. But unfortunately the Babylonians arrive.  The kingdom of Judah was conquered by the Babylonians and all people of Israel where exiled to Babylon and later spread all around the world. 

Mission: Play the game "Spread away" as a symbol of all the directions the people spread out to. 
7. Now there are Jews scattered throughout the world. You must search for the next arrow at the place where they split. The Arrow is where we split after entering the center.

8. Some Jews are suffering many difficulties because of their religion in the different countries they live in. So, some decide to move to North America - where everything seems more peaceful. Other Jews starts to think of a place that will gather all the Jews in the world, and that will be an independent country for them, they select the country of our ancestors - the land of Israel.

Mission:  First- You must tell us where your family came to Canada from. Second- You need to find the common things between Jews around world- Play: “the wind blows”.

clue: Daniella and Yuval are children of people who chose to move to Israel.  Look for the next arrow where Israel is three dimensional.

9. The Shlichim from Israel are just like all of us, part of the same people that began their journey in Egypt thousands of years ago. Though we are spread around the world Help us keep in touch with Israel so that we can continue to exist.
Mission:  You must co-operate together as an example of communities scattered around the world and continue the transfer of Jewish tradition to future generations.
